Guidelines for transferring to new IT PhD Program with tracks
1. Students entering the program in Fall 2005 or later are subject to the new degree requirements. 

2. Students who entered the program before Fall 2005 have the option to move to the new program (subject to the approval by the track) or to stay in the old program by declaring in the Transition Form filing before July 31, 2005. 

3. The Program plans to offer the Core Exam till Fall 2005, the Steering Committee will decide whether there will be further Core Exams after that. 

4. The Program plans to offer the Area Exam till Fall 2006, the Steering Committee will decide whether there will be further Area Exams after that. 

5. Core Exam plus Area Exam will be considered a substitute for the Qualifying Exam in the new program for current students who transfer to the new program. 

6. Current students who transfer to new program and have passed the Core Exam and Area Exam are not required to take ITSC 8990 Pre-dissertation Research in the new program. 

7. Students who transfer from the current program to new program who have already started ITSC 8991 Doctoral Dissertation Research may register 6 additional hours of ITSC 8991 in place of the required 6 hours of ITSC 8990. 
8. Students who transfer from the current program to new program may be waived from the 6 hours of ITSC 8990 Pre-dissertation Research requirement if approved by the student’s Qualifying Exam Committee. 

9. ITSC 8110 Introduction to Information Technology Research will not be required for students who transfer from the current program to the new program 

10. For students choosing to stay in the old program, the Steering Committee will function as the IT PhD Committee and IT PhD Executive Committee.
