INSTRUCTIONS FOR COMPLETING THE 2008-2009
DoD/IASP STUDENT APPLICATION


The Student Application consists of eleven pages divided into two major sections and a number of subsections.  The first three pages identify the student and provide a checklist for the information required to be submitted.  As an aid in completing this application, the following additional information is provided.
Read each part of the application carefully.  Please print neatly and legibly.  For each activity/question, provide the answer in the Answer column and initial in the Student Initials column.  Use the Item Included column as a checklist to ensure that all required items are present in the application package before you submit it.
1. The only correct answer to the Current U.S. Citizen question is “Yes”.  If you are not a U.S. Citizen you are not eligible for this scholarship.
2. Enter your current GPA in the Answer column for the GPA question.

3. If you are a current scholarship student who is re-applying, ensure that your package includes a letter of recommendation from the Principal Investigator.

4. If you are applying for the scholarship for the first time, ensure your package includes letters of recommendation in accordance with the instructions in section D starting on page 5.  You may submit more than two letters of recommendation.
5. The separate sheet highlighting awards, honors, etc. is explained more fully at the top of page 5 (including the italicized Note).

6. If you are a Veteran, enter “Yes” in the Answer column and complete the next two questions.
7. The “OF 612 Supplemental Information Chart” referred to on page 2 of the Application is the table with the Question and Answer columns located in Section II.B on page 4.
8. The last item on the checklist begins “Pages 1-10, Student Application …”  and refers to the entire application.  It is not meant to imply that there are items separate from those that have been previously mentioned in the checklist.
NOTE:  Letters of recommendation should address the factors described on pages 5 and 6 of the application.  Your Supplemental Competency Statement (see page 7 of the application) must address these same factors.  The first two factors are specifically related to information assurance.  Although knowledge of these topics is a plus, you are not automatically disqualified from this scholarship simply because you do not have extensive experience in these areas.
